After the USCIS approves the K-1 petition, they will forward the documents to the U.S. Consulate in Canada. The Consulate then sends the Canadian fiancé(e) forms and instructions for the next step of the K-1 Visa process. 

The form DS-230 must be filled out and returned IMMEDIATELY to the consulate.

After all required items have been gathered, the Canadian fiancé(e) then sends the completed checklist back to the U.S. Consulate and waits for an appointment letter.

The Canadian fiancé(e) will take the above items to the interview. DO NOT send anything but the checklist to the consulate. 
Tips:

1. If possible, get all of the pictures taken at one time to avoid several trips to the photographer. Places like Wal-Mart and Zellars usually have a photo studio in them that should be able to do all photos needed. Some places however can't or won’t print 5 identical photos because they like to use Polaroid type cameras that only produce 2 identical photos.
