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*Photos shown in minimum size*

Adit Photos: 

1. 3/4 view, showing the right ear and both eyes. 

2. Overall size of adit photos, including background must be at least 40 mm (1 9/16 inches) in height, by 35 mm (1 3/8 inches) in width. But no larger than 2 x 2 inches.
3. Photos have to be in color. 

4. Photos have to be identical. 

5. Photos do not have to have photographers stamp on the back. 
6. I-129f - 1 photo of the Canadian fiancé(e) and 1 photo of the U.S. fiancé(e).

7. I-485 – 4 identical photos (or 2 sets of 2 identical) of the Canadian spouse.

Canadian Passport Photos:

1. Full front view of face and shoulders. 

2. Overall size of passport photos must be at least 54 mm (2 1/8 inches) in height, by 43 mm (1 11/16 inches) in width. The maximum size is 70 mm (2 3/4 inches) in height, by 50 mm (2 inches) in width. 

3. Photos can be in color or black and white. 

4. Photos have to be identical 

5. Photos must have photographers stamp on back and must be signed by guarantor. 

6. 2 photos for each passport. 

Medical Photos:

1. Full face view, without head covering, against a white background. 

2. Overall size must be 37 mm (1.5 inches) in height, by 37 mm (1.5 inches) in width. 

3. Photos do not have to have photographers stamp on the back. 

4. 5 identical photos required. 3 for medical (actually only 2, but the tell you to bring 3 incase one gets damaged) and 2 for the interview.

Tips: 
1. If possible, get all of the pictures taken at one time to avoid several trips to the photographer. Places like Wal-Mart and Zellars usually have a photo studio in them that should be able to do all photos needed. Some places however can't or won’t print 5 identical photos because they like to use Polaroid type cameras that only produce 2 identical photos.
